The p rocedure for turning  on  your  Leaf  Aptus - II  digital  cam era back  depends  on whether  you use  a com pact  fl ash card and bat tery, or  work  

in tethe red mode.  

Compact  Flash  Car d  and  Bat t ery  

To turn  on  your  Leaf  Aptu s- II  digital  cam era back whe n usin g a compa ct  flas h card and battery:  

1. Ensu re that  the  battery  is cha rged.   

2. Format the compact flash car d i f this is the first time that you are using it  with your Aptus - II digital camera back.  

3. Insert  the  compact  flash  card.   

4. Press and  hold  the  On/Off  button  on  the came ra back  until  the  orange light turns  on,  and  th en release  the  On/Off  
but ton.  

5. The light turns green and a beep sounds to indicate that the camera is ready for you to shoot.  

6. Tu rning  off  the  Leaf  Aptus - II  Digital  Came ra Back  
 

When  using  a comp act  flash  card and  battery , turn  the  Leaf  Aptus - II  digital  came ra back off  by  pressing  and  hold ing  the  On/Off  but ton  until  the  

light  turns  orange. If  you chan ged a set t ing  in  the  Setup  menu,  the  came ra saves the  new set ting  and then  shuts  down.
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Preparing  a Compact  Flash  Card  fo r  Shoot  
 

Format  a comp act  flash  card in  the following  circums tances:  

Å  When the  compact  fla sh ca rd is new. 

Å  When you have used the compa ct  flash card on  a non- Leaf digit al came ra or  back. 
 

You can form at  the  card on a computer  running  either  Mac OS or Wind ows.  When format t ing  the compact  flash card,  you can use  either  a 

card reade r, or  the  Leaf Aptus- II  digit al came ra back  to read the card. 

You can also erase all  the  data  on  the  card by  per form ing  a quick  format  on the back.  
 

Note:  Formatting the compact flash card erases all image data on the card.

1.  Insert the compact flash card into the card reader or the Leaf Aptus - II digital camera back.  

2.  On the desktop, double -click the system disk.  

3.  Select Applications Ą Utilities Ą Disk Utility.
