An image setting is a group containing the following: 

¶ Gray Balance preset 

¶ Develop curve preset 

¶ Color Look preset. (Color profile) 

¶ Saturation preset 

¶ Noise reduction preset. (Grain) 

¶ Moire reduction preset 

¶ Sharp preset 

¶ Output size preset 

¶ Color/B&W preset 

¶ Color Space preset. (Working space) 

 

A very good starting point is to use the Product Image Setting. This will give neutral, strong-contrast 

images with accurate color and normal saturation. 

You can customize the presets and create custom Image Settings to conform closer to your preferences. 

You can pick and mix between all the presets, e.g. You are free to use a product color look together with a 

portrait develop curve. 
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Leaf provides three factory-prepared Image Settings: 

1. Portrait Soft 
Accurate colors, reddish skin tone, soft contrast, soft sharpening, for flash or daylight lighting 

2. Portrait 
Accurate colors, reddish skin tone, normal contrast, medium sharpening, for flash or daylight 
lighting. 

3. Product 
Accurate colors, normal skin tone, strong-contrast, hard sharpening, for flash or daylight lighting.
